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Up and Running Introduction to Broadcasting
Overview

An eight-week introduction to broadcasting course. The course is aimed at new broadcasters with little or no experience in radio broadcasting. 

The course consists of accredited training modules for the Certificate II and III in Broadcasting (Radio). The course does not hold official accreditation. However the course follows National Training Industry Units of Competency so that participants can gain accreditation in the future if so desired.

Each weekly session is of two and a half hours duration and is held on a Tuesday evening between 6.30 and 9pm. You should be prepared to allocate time between sessions for studio practice and other ‘homework’. By the end of the course you should have the skills to present and produce a graveyard shift on RRR FM. Everyone who completes the course will have the opportunity to present one graveyard shift. Following that shift you are welcome to contact the Program Manager about joining the regular graveyard roster.

The course consists of the following:

Week 1: Introduction to the course and RRR 

Week 2: Media Law

Week 3: Studio Panel Operation Part 1

Week 4: Studio Panel Operation Part 2

Week 5: Writing for Radio

Week 6: Program Presentation

Week 7: Interview Techniques

Week 8: Review and Assessment

The course is conducted by Camilla Hannan, a qualified trainer with a Certificate IV in Workplace Training and Assessment. She has worked for the ABC and community radio as a promotions and technical producer. She has also produced and presented a wide range of programmes and outside broadcasts.
